1 No. 2/3/2010-1IB-1l:- In exercise of the powers conferred by the Ministry of

Coal, Government of India, under the New Coal Distribution Policy circulated vide
letter No. 23011/4/2007-CPD dated 18.10.2007, the Government of Haryana hereby

appoints following agencies for distribution of coal to the consumer Industries in

Micro, Small & Medium Sector and the Brick Kiln Owners in the State of Haryana:

i)

The National Small Industries Corporation Limited (NSICL - A Govt. of India
Enterprise) with its head office located at 107, Nissan Hut, Nh-5, Railway
Road, Faridabad-121001, for distribution of coal to Micro, Small & Medium
Enterprises, and

Haryana Pradesh Brick Kiln Owners Association (HPBKOA), with its office
located at 804-A/23, DLF Colony, Rohtak for distribution of coal to Brick
Kiln owners.

Z, The appointment of the above said agencies is subject to the following terms

and conditions:-

The process of coal distribution in the State of Haryana by the above
agencies will be governed/ regulated as per the policy guidelines issued by
the Ministry of Coal, Government of India and further instructions/

guidelines/ issued by the Government of Haryana from time to time;

While the Director, Industries & Commerce would regulate the complete
process of distribution of coal for the MSMEs located in Haryana, the
Director, Food & Supplies would regulate the process of distribution of coal
to the Brick Kilns operating from the state of Haryana. In case of any
irregularity observed in the distribution of coal by the agencies appointed
for this purpose, the State Government would be competent to take all
necessary action, including de-notification of the agency,.after hearing the

parties concerned,

The National Small Industries Corporation Limited (NSIC) will be
responsible for assessing the coal requirements in respect of the MSMEs

situated in the state of Haryana and distribution to the eligible consumers.
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Similarly, the ‘Haryana Pradesh Brick Kiln Owners Association’ will be
responsible for assessing the coal requirements in respect of the Brick Kilns

operating in the state of Haryana and distribution to the eligible
consumers.

iv) The agencies nominated by the State Government for distribution of coal
among the eligible consumers of the State of Haryana shall further make
applications to Coal India Ltd. for allocation of quota of the coal and assign
the coal company for the supply of coal, as per the New Coal Distribution

Policy of the Ministry of Coal, Government of India.

V) The agencies nominated by the State Government would devise and notify
an end-to-end process for doing the needful in accordance with the Policy
and these instructions. Further, the nominated agencies would be bound to

follow the directions issued by the State Government from time to time.

vi) The performance of the nominated agencies would be reviewed by the
Department of Industries & Commerce (in case of NSICL) and the
Department of Food & Supplies (in the case of HPBKOA) on an annual basis

or at shorter intervals, if so necessitated.

For distribution of coal to the MSMEs and the Brick Kiln Owners (BKOs) by the

respective agencies notified by the State Government for this purpose, the following
procedure will be followed:-

In the case of MSMEs located in Haryana State:

The National Small Industries Corporation Limited (referred to as the ‘NSIC’
hereinafter) would invite applications from the eligible consumers in a prescribed
format given at Annexure-‘A’ in order to assess the annual coal consumption

capacity and requirement of each applicant MSMEs;

The NSIC would be primarily responsible for assessing the eligibility and the actual
requirement of coal of each applicant vis-a-vis the requirements stated in the
application. In case of any doubts, the concerned General Manager, District
Industries Centre ( referred to as the ‘GM/DIC’ hereinafter) at the district level
would facilitate and resolve any ambiguities qua the title, eligibility and demand
assessment of the consumer. Wherever the concerned GM/DIC so mediates or

intervenes, he would do so in writing and the NSIC would maintain records of the
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The NSIC would, thereafter, compile the database of the eligible applicants along
with the quantity of assessed coal requirement for each district and the state as a
whole in the format given at Annexure - ‘C’, a copy of which would be shared
with the respective GM/DIC at the district level,-and the Director, Industries &
Commerce for the state as a whole;

Based on the above data-base, the NSIC would place its demand with the Coal
India Ltd. for allocation of the coal quota and undertake distribution of the same
as per indent/availability to the eligible consumers. The NSIC would furnish the
details of coal allocated to it for the state of Haryana and further distributed to

each of the MSMEs on a quarterly basis to the Director, Industries & Commerce;

The NSIC would evolve a mechanism for monitoring the distribution and
consumption of the distributed coal so that no malpractices take place in the
process and no consumer is allowed to draw allocation in excess of its
requirements and indulge in its diversion for any purpose other than its self-
consumption. In case of any complaints or misuse of the facility by an applicant
consumer, the NSIC would immediately report the matter to the concerned
GM/DIC, who would be competent to take a decision jointly with the
representative of NSIC to suspend further supplies. However, each such case/
incident would be reported by the NSCI and the GM/DIC to the Director, Industries
& Commerce, Haryana;

Similarly, any applicant consumer would be entitled to make a complaint qua the
conduct of the NSCI to the concerned GM/DIC, who would take appropriate steps
to settle the grievance of the consumer and report each such event to the
Director, Industries & Commerce, Haryana, who would be competent to take such

steps as are deemed appropriate on the merits of each case;

After the exercise of demand survey and assessment is undertaken and completed
in the first instance, it would be repeated every year before the beginning of the
ensuing FY in the month of March for enlisting any new applicants and revised
demand assessment. The updated data for each year would be shared by the NSCI
with the GMs/DIC in respect of each district and the Director, Industries &

Commerce in respect of the state as a whole as prescribed in sub-para (iii) above;

In case any entity draws allocation higher than its actual consumption and is found
indulging in diversion of the same in the market to any third party, it would entail

revocation of its allocation and levy of a penalty equal to two' times of the
